With joy we welcome your presence as we join together to worship the Lord on this second Sunday of Lent.  The basic and essential mission of Lent is a time for us to reevaluate and examine ourselves, to repent, to grow in spirit, and purify our souls, minds and bodies.  It is a time to continue our spiritual journey joyfully with emphasis on fasting prayer, discipline, meditation and preparation for the Feast of the Resurrection of Christ.

Lenten Sundays
In the Armenian Church all Sundays of Lent have meaningful names, which remind us of the various basic Christian truths to meditate upon during that Sunday of the whole week following.  Today is the second Sunday of Lent and is called the Sunday of Expulsion.  It reminds us of the sad consequences of sin just as Adam and Eve suffered when they disobeyed God in the Garden of Eden.  It is we who expel ourselves from God’s presence by our action.  Please reflect on Genesis 3:1-14.

Altar Curtains Closed

During Lent, the church changes its outward appearance.  As we entered church this morning, the most noticeable change we saw was the black curtains which close off the altar.  There is a Lenten altar set up in the chancel.  It is covered with black and has a picture of the Crucifixion at the top.  This is to remind us that sin is what prevents us from truly enjoying God and being in His presence.
